Note: <888> 01/30/09 Friday 4:20 A.M..  I followed the instructions in the Dell Latitude CS service manual to remove the cover.  I removed the two green bread tabs that I had slid in.  I examined the DC Power Jack, and it seemed to be firmly soldered to the motherboard.  However, without the battery, the primary Dell Latitude CS laptop would still lose its power if the cord was moved when not plugged into the docking station, but with AC adapter plugged directly in it.  I used my large magnifying glass and a lantern, and I examined the inside of the DC Power Jack, and I noticed at the rear end of the DC Power Jack, there was a small piece of green plastic or some other substance.  I was able to remove the piece that was about 3/32nds inch wide and about 5/16th of an inch long, and the power on the primary Dell Latitude CS computer continued to stay on, even when I moved the cord in various directions.  I looked more closely, and I found another smaller piece inside.  I reassembled the primary Dell Latitude CS laptop computer, and now hopefully if one wants to use it with the AC adapter without the docking station, there should be no more problems.  I still would not recommend putting too much pressure on the DC Power Jack by moving it with the cord attached.  The DC Power Jack seems to be soldered on the motherboard, so I would have to remove the mother board and try to unsolder and solder in the replacement part, which would be much too risky unless dire circumstances called for it.  Thus all systems seem go.

For the second Dell laptop, I could use these Dell Latitude CS R LCD Hinge Cover for $8.86, but it is only a cosmetic feature, so I can live without them, and the minimal shipping would be $17.55 from the Netherlands, so it is unlikely I will be buying them.

This is the CMOS battery they use DELL LATITUDE CS CMOS BATTERY (7.2V, 15MAH) P/N:8278P - eBay (item 150239935552 end time Feb-17-09 13:55:22 PST), if I ever need it.

Note: <888> 01/13/09 Tuesday 9:35 P.M..  I finally got around to watering the plants last night, before I went to bed.  I ate the sautéed steak with Lea and Perrins Worcestershire sauce and A1 Bulls Eye steak sauce.  I sautéed a 13 ounce New York strip steak, by putting 1.5 tablespoons of olive oil in a 10 inch diameter frying pan on medium high electric burner heat, and I add two cloves of peeled and minced garlic.  Once the olive oil bubbles, I turn the steak about every minute.  After the first side has cooked for a minute, I season it with garlic powder, ground black pepper, and Italian spices, and then I do the other side after it has cooked for a minute.  I basically cook about a .75 inch steak about four minutes a side all together.  I then put the hot frying pan on a dinner plate to warm up the dinner plate, and when I put the steak on the dinner plate, I put the chunks of toasted garlic on top of it.  This is a leaner less cholesterol way of cooking the steak instead of using butter with the olive oil.  

I make the vegetable mixture by taking one medium size potato, and I cut it into 1/3rd inch cubic chunks.  I put about .75 inch of water in plastic microwave pot with lid, and I add the potato chunks, about 10 baby carrots, and about six sprigs of broccoli, and I microwave it in a 1100 watt microwave oven on four vegetable cycles.  I then drain the water out of the plastic pot with its lid, and I put the vegetables in a bowl with a couple of tablespoons of olive oil on them.  I use a plastic squeeze bottle to dispense olive oil.  One buy plastic microwave cookware at www.walmart.com .  CIO

That swarm was significantly larger than this one.  You can also consider that Yellowstone last had a volcanic eruption 70,000 years ago, whereas there have likely been scores or hundreds of swarms similar to this just in the past few thousands of years.  Though the news articles might say that scientists are "baffled", that is a bit extreme.  We see these a lot.  We don't understand everything about them.  Such is life when you study things that happen miles beneath our feet.

Note: <888> 02/14/09 Saturday 10:55 P.M..  I ate the last of the cold beef in the same meal that I have eaten the last six nights.  If anyone needs to know about food catering in this area.  I know a little bit about it.  When I worked at the Languedoc in Nantucket, there used to be someone that looked like Nelson Rockefeller sitting on the patio across the street at the Jared Coffin House.  Bunny Mellon and Jackie O'Nassis occasionally had lunch at the Languedoc.  http://mikelouisscott.com/fred.htm use to work for Nelson Rockefeller, and he ate at the Isle of Capri, and Le Cirque in Manhattan.  He also bought his liquor at the liquor store just north of the British consulate.  He use to get his flowers from the wholesale flower market in Chelsea.  He bought his coffee from McNulty's on Christopher street.  The fresh croissants for breakfast came from the bakery at 49th street 2nd Avenue on the southeast corner.   There use to be a small Gristedes between the bakery and his apartment at 420 East 49th street.  There was the Greek coffee shop at Beekman Place and 50th street on the northeast corner.  There was the A&P at about 52nd street and 2nd Avenue on the southeast corner, and the Thieves Deli and produce stand just south of that.  He like eating at the Spring Street restaurant in SoHo too which served Dover Sole.  John Michael Barrett who worked there went on to become manager of Tavern on the Green in Central Park.  Fred also knew Buz King who was from Daytona, Florida that had a private catering business in the Beekman Place neighborhood.  He also got liquor for bigger parties Duty Free from the Mexican consulate around 67th street just east of Fifth Avenue.  He also knew Barbara Rockefeller, so I guess they got beef from Winthrop Rockefeller in Arkansas.  In Nantucket the trucks for the restaurants came from Sysco Foods out of Houston, Texas, S.S. Pearce, and Beatrice Foods, besides the local Mount Vernon and Bartlett Farms.  Of course in Nantucket there was also the A&P and the Grand Union along with Holdgates Fish Market.  Happy Rockefeller use to be seen eating at Mortimer's around Madison Avenue and 78th street on the southeast corner.  They also have a cafeteria at Rockefeller University.  Also the Rockefellers when they had more money in the 1920s were members of the Greenwich Country Club along with the Vanderbilts.  Also Scott Nelson who I know use to do catering at Pocantico Hills when he worked at the Chart House in Irvington, New York.  The bar in White Plains, New York where he use to hang out also had a custom made hot dog supplier.  I also once met Alexander Haig's personal chef there, and he worked at the Homestead restaurant in Belle, Haven, Connecticut, the night Richard Van Marter bought me New Years Eve dinner there for $200, on the same night Thomas Watson, Junior died.  I have eaten at most of the better restaurants in this area with Richard.  I always liked Chuck's Steak House in Darien, Connecticut, since it had good meat, and with its open air barbeque pit, it was a convenient place for a cigarette smoker to smoke too.  They have two more modern restaurants in Danbury, Connecticut, where I once sat next to the former president of www.monsanto.com .   Richard's nephew use to be gourmet butcher in Bedford, Hills, New York, before he went into the construction business in Crested Butte, Colorado.  Locally I shop at the downtown, Stop and Shop, because I am familiar with the store, and it is slightly cheaper than the A&P Fresh across the street.  I do not have much room storage in my small 450 square foot apartment, so I do not shop at Costco in Port Chester, New York.  Jimmy Eldert use to work as a bus boy at the India House on India Street in Nantucket.  I also worked at the Nantucket Bakery, the Sail Loft, Captain Toby's, the Gordon Folger, India House, and Henry's Bakery.  Myles McGough owned the Road House on Nantucket, but I did not know he was there.  I would drink after work at Preston's, the Chicken Box, the Mews, 40 Acres, the Atlantic Cafe, and the Club Car, but never at the Laundromat Bar, because that was where Jimmy drank.  Also Nantucket had the fried clam stand on the Steamboat Wharf road, for late night fast food.  John Bolton worked at Cumberland Farms way outside of town.  Alas, some of the restaurants in Nantucket never reported my Social Security along with John Bolton's Grandmother Vivian West, so I never got the maximum amount of Social Security just S.S.I..  I tried to get the local Social Security people to look into it, but they just gave me the run around.  Fred Von Mierers never paid me any Social Security or Salary, he would just let me use his office apartment, and he would take us out to dinner once a week, mostly for Fettuccini Alfredo and a glass of white wine at the Isle of Capri.  Fettuccini Alfredo is like the Italian Version of Kraft Macaroni and Cheese.  When I stayed with Hurley Haywood at the Waldorf Towers in Manhattan back in February 1973 after I returned from Jacksonville, Florida via St. Thomas and Weston, Massachusetts, and possibly Toronto, Canada, where I visited George Cary, I saw the Duke of Windsor enter the Waldorf Towers from a private automobile.  However, Billy Baldwin looked like the Duke of Windsor, so maybe I had them confused.  I do know Billy Baldwin knew Cole Porter who also lived in the Waldorf Towers along with General Macarthur and his wife.  At President Bush's inaugural in 1991, my date was Admiral Halsey's daughter in law, whose husband was busy pulling horse trailers around Maryland.  Ian Greenshield the last thing he did was have me paint the trim on Admiral Halsey's house on the Polpis Road in Nantucket.  Ian and I would occasionally eat and drink at the "Brotherhood of Thieves" across the street from the Languedoc.  Ian's family owned Greenshield Investments in Montreal, Canada, and he had worked as a body guard for Jackie O'Nassis in Stowe, Vermont.  The Grennon's who owned part of the Languedoc had a house in Stowe, Vermont, and owned Sister Kate's there.  One brother was retired from the www.airforce.mil, and the other brother was the Chef at Lockober's in Boston at the Ritz Carlton.  Al Dukuna was also part owner, and he had a photographic memory for all of the various guest's names and likes and dislikes.  A lot of the staff were students including medical students.  On my days off, I use to eat a Roast beef sandwich on a Kaiser rolls with Bermuda onion, mayo, and Swiss cheese and pint of light cream from the deli at the A&P.  That would cost about $9 out in Nantucket until I left in December 1983.  Everything in Nantucket costs more because it has to be imported except for scallops and blue fish.  There are suppose to be a few lobsters in Madeket.  They also have large clams called Quahogs that they make chowder from.  In Florida I worked as a dishwasher at the best French restaurant Le Vielle Maison in Boca Raton for several months during the fall of 1978, before I went to Paradise Island, and I stayed with a British banker Richard Mercy and his cousin Romsey, and then after a brief trip through Fort Lauderdale, I returned to Key West, Florida, where John Bolton told me was the architect of the Casa Marina Hotel reconstruction project.  Alas they never paid any of my social security for all of the work I did down there too, but nobody knew who was in charge.  Jimmy Eldert who seemed to know more said it was a Giant Commune, and we would all share in the profits, once they got the island fixed up.  Back home in Greenwich, Connecticut, I am the head of my own commune.  By the way, the seventh of the eight high definition TV signal TV channels in the New York City area is a Russian News Channel, and as I recall the eighth was showing some sort of women's show with a lady in a Red Dress.

Back in February 1982 after Mount St. Helens had made for colder winters in Manhattan, and it was minus 26 degrees Fahrenheit, Julie Bolton had me leave her apartment, so her younger son could move back in.  I stayed with Bobby Fink for a week above the Episcopal Church on East 52nd street.  It was so cold in Manhattan, Julie whom I stayed in touch with gave me a $100 to fly down to Key West, Florida.  When I got down there, I stayed with Steve Buel for a few days, and then I was left homeless on the beach.  I was picked up one morning for sleeping on the beach by the Casa Marina, and the Key West police officer said I was Nazi because I was wearing Bosche and Lomb sun glasses.  Apparently the federal government had issued a fugitive warrant on me, but it was a mistake in that somebody else was using my United States passport, Connecticut driver's license, and draft card which according to American Express finally ended up in Amsterdam in the Netherlands.  I had lost them in August 1980, when my Jansport back pack was stolen right before I was suppose to travel to Norway.  I had gotten another passport since then, because I went to Frankfurt, Germany in December 1980 for a few days.  I had stayed at Julie's apartment since then.  It took the Key West police a month to sort it out, and then they extradited me back to Connecticut, and when I showed up in court, they said it was computer error.  It was a classic case of "GIGO", "Garbage In, Garbage Out.".  I then built the garage apartment in Plandome Manor, Long Island at John Bolton's grandmother's house whose name was Vivian West.  I worked from the first of April 1982 until the middle of February 1983 with one day off at Christmas working 12 to 18 hour days seven days a week, mostly at night.  When I finished the garage apartment in mid February 1983, they paid me in one lump sum $1.15 an hour for all of the work or $8,500 which I took in Barclay's Traveler's Checks from the Harlem Savings Bank in Manhasset, Long Island.

Julie Bolton was moving into the apartment.  For a house warming gift, I bought at McNulty's on Christopher street in Greenwich Village, a Braun coffee grinder for about $25 and 4 pounds of Viennese blend coffee beans for about $25 or $50 total.

I then left the premises, and I took the train to plane in Manhattan which would have been about $8 to J.F.K., and I bought a round trip ticket to Tampa, Florida for about $259.  I stayed with my father and his wife for a week in Newport Richey, Florida, an we visited Disney World.  I played golf, and I had an eagle on the ninth hole outside his house.

I then returned to Manhattan, and I took the Connecticut limousine from J.F.K. to Norwalk, Connecticut for about $20, and I stayed with my sister and her husband for a few days.  I recalled taking one $25 taxi ride to Westport, Connecticut to a bar across from the Connecticut State Police.

I then stayed at the Colony Hotel in New Haven, Connecticut for a week at $85 a night for a week.  I ate meals there for about $4 for breakfast and $10 for dinner, and I ate sandwiches at the local sandwich shop downtown for lunch.  Yale University was out of session, and the C.I.A. was having a meeting going on there.  At one local pub, I ran into Sergeant Shriver.  I saw a large African American walking around the Yale Campus, and he had been a Taft School classmate, and he told me it was not safe walk around there at night.  I had a few drinks during the week, and after that I returned via train to Norwalk, Connecticut to my sister and brother in law's house.  I then took the Connecticut limousine from Norwalk, Connecticut to J.F.K. airport to S.A.S., and I bought the package advertise in the New York Times for a week's stay at the S.A.S. hotel in Stockholm, Sweden for $650 and round trip air fare.  However, the plane landed in Oslo, Norway, at the military airport there, and we were put on a bus to S.A.S. hotel in Olso, Norway.  At the S.A.S. hotel, they told me that my ticket was only a one way ticket to Stockholm with no hotel booking.  I checked into the Y.M.C.A. across the street from the S.A.S. hotel, and I checked my traveler's checks, and I only had $300 left, so they seemed to have gone rather fast.  I checked with Barclay's traveler's checks, and they said there was nothing they could do.  After a few days, the Y.M.C.A., they kicked my out and kept my luggage.  I walked around all night with my smaller back pack, and the manager at the West Hotel behind the palace let me check in with my passport.  I went to the United Embassy, and I explained my situation.  They retrieved my luggage from the Y.M.C.A. in Olso, Norway which included my hand made back pack from Nantucket, which I was not going to leave behind.  They contacted my father in Florida, and after a few days, he gave them about a $1,000 to pay my hotel bills and return be back to the United States.  While in Oslo, Norway, I walked around the downtown area for about a week, but I only ate Swedish Wasa Crisps, since I did not have hardly any money.  I even attended a concert in the Peace Hall.  The plane from Oslo left from the civilian airport, when I changed planes to a new Boeing 747 in Copenhagen Denmark.   They had given me a $100 in Oslo, so I bought two cartons of Duty Free Prince cigarettes in the Copenhagen airport for about $40 total.  When I arrived back at J.F.K., I did not have hardly any money, so I spent a week at Easter time camping at the S.A.S. terminal at J.F.K., until I finally went out on the train to Plandome Manor, Long Island, and John Bolton gave me a $100, so I went back out to the J.F.K. airport, and I caught a flight to Nantucket.  It was early in the season, so after opening scallops on the island for a couple of weeks, I flew off the island once to Manhattan and stayed with Julie Bolton in Manhattan for a few days, and I finally flew back to Nantucket for the season around the first of May 1983.  About that time the Mianus Bridge fell down in Greenwich, Connecticut, and I noticed a few people from Greenwich in Nantucket.  I worked at the Languedoc that season until the end of November 1983.  I did make one trip off the island around Halloween, when I drove down to Florida with a relative, and then I flew back to Nantucket.  When I left Nantucket it was on the anniversary of J.F.K.'s death, and that morning in Hyannis airport, I saw Ted Kennedy at the airport, and he later dropped off Jackie Onassis at the airport who was on my flight back down to LaGuardia.  John Von Airsdale was the pilot on P.B.A. flight.  I then went up to Toronto on the Amtrak for a week, and I stayed at the Anglican seminary library at the University of Toronto, and then on the train down, there an older woman in my empty Pullman car that looked like the Queen Mum of England with a little blond boy.  When the train stopped at Buffalo, New York, I called up George Cary, and I chatted with his father.  He gave me his telephone number in Sands Point, Long Island, but I did not call him up for a few years, until I was settled in Greenwich again.  After being homeless twice for two weeks in Manhattan and twice in the Greenwich hospital for swollen ankles from walking around Manhattan, my social worker got my first apartment back in Greenwich on Milbank Avenue, and I have been here ever since.  Five months were at 100 Milbank Avenue, two months at Grigg Street and Greenwich Avenue, 4.5 years at 700 Steamboat Road, and the last 20 plus years here at 71 Vinci Drive.

Thus in summary the $8,500 in Barclay's Traveler's Checks seems to have gone a little bit faster than expected, once I left Plandome Manor, Long Island in February 1983.  I do not recall whether I spent them, lost them or had them stolen.  All I know was when I got to Oslo, Norway I only had $300 left.  CIO

Beginning last night (Sunday March 22, 2009) at approximately 22:38 AKDT, Redoubt Volcano produced a series of five explosive eruptions that each lasted from four to thirty minutes. The last one ended at 5:00 AM AKDT this morning (March 23). National Weather Service radar, pilot reports, and AVO analysis of satellite imagery suggest that these events produced ash clouds that reached 60,000 ft above sea level (asl), with the bulk of the ash volume between 25 - 30,000 ft asl. Traces of ash fall have been reported in Skwentna, Talkeetna, Wasilla, and Trapper Creek.
 
AVO remains at Aviation Color Code RED and Alert Level WARNING.
Seismic unrest continues at Redoubt in the form of elevated volcanic tremor. NEXRAD radar data show that the last significant ash emission was concurrent with the final explosive event at 5:00 AM AKDT. Since that time, no ash has been visible in radar, suggesting that if ash emission is occurring, it is below approximately 13,000 ft asl and/or too fine to be detected. Poor weather at the volcano currently hinders visual observations.
 
Last night's explosive eruptions caused melting of the Drift glacier and greatly increased discharge down the Drift River. AVO plans a helicopter overflight to the area today to assess conditions at the volcano and along the Drift River. The explosions also destroyed one seismic station near the volcano's summit (RSO), and disrupted telemetry from AVO's observation hut. This telemetry outage affects the web camera, a continuous GPS station, and two broadband seismic stations. Repairs to this data link will be undertaken as conditions permit. Seven telemetered seismic stations surrounding Redoubt remain in operation.
 
The eruptions were preceded by approximately 60 hours of elevated seismicity in the form of discrete earthquakes under the volcano. AVO raised the Aviation Color Code/Alert Level from YELLOW/ADVISORY to ORANGE/WATCH on Saturday, March 21 at 22:09 AKDT. This increase in seismicity likely reflected the upward movement of magma towards the surface. Prior to this weekend, Redoubt had exhibited signs of volcanic unrest beginning in the Fall of 2008 which then escalated in late January, 2009. Last night's explosions were the first significant ash-producing eruptions of the unrest.
 
Further explosive activity could occur with little or no warning, and could occur intermittently for weeks or months. AVO remains staffed 24 hours per day will issue further information as it becomes available.

Heavily ice-mantled Redoubt volcano is located on the western side of Cook Inlet, 170 km (106 mi) southwest of Anchorage and 82 km (51 mi) west of Kenai, within Lake Clark National Park. Redoubt is a stratovolcano which rises to 10,197 feet above sea level. Recent eruptions occurred in 1902, 1966-68, and 1989-90. The 1989-90 eruption produced mudflows, or lahars, that traveled down the Drift River and partially flooded the Drift River Oil Terminal facility. The ash plumes produced by the 1989-90 eruption affected international air traffic and resulted in minor or trace amounts of ash in the city of Anchorage and other nearby communities.

I faxed my Microsoft Money 2007 February 2009 income and spending report to an interested relative.   I will now send out my weekly notes.  Not much to report on.  I was told that we might get up to a foot of snow starting tonight National Weather Service Watch Warning Advisory Summary .  I am lucky I bought groceries, but a lot of people without spare money on food stamps can not use their new food stamps until the third of the month, so they might be starving around here, until their food stamps come through.  Anyway more than likely the third of the month will be snowy.   CIO

Note: <888> 03/01/09 Sunday 3:45 A.M..  I put away the laundry.  When I am frequently on a night time schedule, I do a lot of the same things that people do on a daytime schedule.  However, there are not as many people awake here at night.  I could try to network with people at night here whom are awake in England, when it is daytime there, but alas the English still have not yet learned to communicate on the internet.  A lot of the Dutch speak English, but alas they are too busy growing tulips to network across the Atlantic.  I quite frankly do not think they are even too much aware of us over in Europe outside the small glimpse they get of us out of Hollywood, for the few of them that watch our movies over there.  From my viewpoint, when we get a few visitors here, there is just a bit more traffic, but nothing different ever seems to happen.  Now that the famous Rockefeller banking family is probably low on money, there will probably be less traffic in this area, with their numerous employees not moving around too much.  When I use to know someone over in Irvington, New York, who worked in the Chart House at night there, I would drive over that way, and there was not much traffic in the early morning hours, and there was just a Shell station opened at the Terrytown exit of I-495 and a all night diner, which is pretty much the same situation here.  I never saw an all night grocery store there, but we no longer have all night grocery stores here.  The A&P over in Port Chester, New York is opened 24 hours 7 days a week, and you can probably see some other night people shopping there.  Alas since I get most of my food money from Food Stamps, I can not use them in New York state.  I do not know what grocery stores might be opened in this area 24 hours 7 days a week.  There is a new Stop and Save just across the Greenwich border on U.S. 1 in Stamford, but I am not sure what there hours are.  There is suppose to be a wintry mix this morning, so I will not be venturing out to explore the exciting activity or early morning on Greenwich Avenue.  I have only found about $43 in spare change and cash on Greenwich Avenue in 26 years, so it is not very profitable out there during the early morning hours, but it can be a quiet exercise walk.  On weekend mornings after the sun comes up on Sunday, it is not too busy either.  I could look outside to check the weather, but there is nothing that I need to do downtown that can not wait.  I guess there are not too many late night early morning people around here anymore, and from my viewpoint, there were never that many in Manhattan besides a few pub crawlers.  I changed the calendars in the apartment to March 2009.  

The Spanish in their native lands tend to keep later hours, but that is because it is hotter in the daytime there.

I do not think the Spanish even open their dinner restaurants until 11 P.M. at night, so they tend to be up later, but around here, it is too cold for them, so there is not much late night activity around here except for shift workers.

Even up in Canada, I never noticed many people awake at night, so I guess most people seem to prefer a daytime schedule.  In Russia in the urban areas, they are suppose to have a lot of 24 hours facilities, but it is so dark there in the winter, there is not much difference between night and daytime.  I still have good night vision, but alas I manage to keep busy at home.  It tends to be colder around here until about the first of June.  However living near Long Island Sound here, it is warmer here in the winter than New Canaan, Connecticut, and it is cooler here in the summer than away from the Ocean, but since we are near too major highways, we have a lot more automobile pollution, not to mention what drifts over our way from New York City.

I have been in Washington D.C. on a night schedule and early morning schedule, and there is nothing going down there in the early morning hours either.

In Cambridge, Massachusetts there use to be a few people awake during the early morning hours, but college students have always kept different hours.  Not much going on during the wee hours of the morning in Paris, France; Florence, Italy, Athens, Greece; Istanbul, Turkey; or for that matter in Key West, Florida.  During the Viet Nam war, there were a lot more people working at night, but the current war is not as large as the Viet Nam war was.  I suppose during World War II, there were a lot more people awake at night. 

Of course, since newspapers come out in the early morning hours, they tend to write and produce them late at night and the early morning hours.  There are probably still a few night clubs for visitors in Manhattan, but the ordinary people can not afford those.

Most people whom are awake at night working in this area are left with few alternatives but to come and go from home.

Urban areas have more night people, but they tend to be focused around the tourist areas.

Of course a lot of cleaning services work at night and a lot of maintenance is done at night, since there is less traffic than in the daytime.

Of course on week days, when our financial markets are closed, the overseas markets are usually opened, unless they have a bank holiday.

I guess from what I know the Europeans find us too tedious to communicate with us directly, and anyway they are programmed differently than we are.

I showered, and I cleaned up.  I went downtown, and I walked the entire length of Greenwich Avenue and the train station area including the far side of the station.  I stopped by the Greenwich Cigar store, and I played a Beginners Luck scratch card for $1, and I won $2.  I chatted with another regular walker downtown.  I used the bathroom at Starbucks.  I chatted with a relative on the AT&T wireless go phone that I carry.  While I was sitting at the bench at the veterans monument downtown three brown and tan bunny rabbits appeared.  The tulips do not look like they will be out for Easter downtown.  I stopped by CVS, and I bought a 10 pack of Merrick tubular hangers for $3.49 and .21 tax for $3.70 total.  I finished my walk.  I sat out for while.  I carried my umbrella in the rain.  I then went by the Greenwich Automotive Service Gulf station, and I bought $6.01 of self service premium gasoline at $2.559 a gallon for 2.348 gallons for 29 miles driving this week for 12.35 miles per gallon at odometer reading of 62,397 miles.
